Attendance

Regular attendance and punctuality are vital for good
progress and we expect all children’s attendance to be
97% and above.

Attendance is shown as a percentage figure and we have
detailed research below that shows how attendance,
even at this early stage of education, affects outcomes for
children at GCSE. We hope the tables below illustrate for
you the importance of good attendance; this includes
avoiding taking holidays during term time.

If your child had less than 97% attendance, we would
urge you to ensure their attendance improves this year.
